Residents of Copper Meadows are governed by restrictive covenants. The main purpose of these
covenants is to ensure that the beauty and integrity of the subdivision is maintained. Within these
covenants, an Architectural Control Committee (ACC) was established by the original developer
of the subdivision. The general purpose of the ACC is to review all proposed improvements to
properties to ensure that the improvements are not in violation of any established restrictive
covenants prior to construction. The covenants clearly state that all plans and specifications for
proposed improvements are required to be submitted to the ACC, and must be approved by the
ACC committee prior to improvements being implemented. For more information concerning
what is considered an improvement and further specifics on the restrictive covenants governing
architectural control, please refer to your subdivision covenants or view online at
www.coppermeadowsonline.comlregulations.html. Note that each phase of the subdivision has
its own set of covenants.

The procedure for submitting to the ACC committee for review of proposed improvements
consist of filing a "Architectural Control Committee Modification Request" form with drawings
describing such improvements. This form can be found on the subdivision website at
www.coppermeadowsonline.com/forms.php.

An alternative method of submitting to the ACC can be via an email sent to
architecture@coppermeadowsonline.com with the form attached via a digital file (i.e. PDF,
word, etc.). Once submitted, the procedure is that the ACC will review the request as soon as
possible and render a decision with the homeowner, which may sometimes include a visit with
the homeowner to discuss the proposed improvements (if warranted). If the proposed
improvements do not violate any existing covenants, the ACC will grant an approval and inform
the homeowner through email for documentation and filing purposes.

It has come to the attention of the Board of Directors for the Copper Meadows Homeowners
Association that several residents have constructed improvements without filing this request. As

such, the Board of Directors has voted in favor, and is within its rights to do so, to implement a
new fine to those residents that have not properly received approval from the ACC effective
January 21. 2010. The fine to be implemented is as follows:
